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Dear Parents or Guardians:

If your child/children will be attending Giffen Elementary, Sheridan Preparatory Academy, Philip Schuyler Achievement, North Albany Academy, or Thomas O’Brien Academy of Science and Technology (TOAST), they are eligible for school based dental health services.

  St. Peter’s Hospital and Ronald McDonald House Charities are bringing the Dental Care Mobile to your child’s school.  Your child will receive a complete dental checkup, including x-rays, a dental cleaning, and a fluoride treatment to prevent cavities.  Other services provided, as needed, include sealants, fillings, root canal therapy, extractions, and caps.  Local anesthesia (to numb the tooth) is used for these procedures when necessary.

  Regular dental care is essential for good overall health.  Dental disease causes children unnecessary pain and often leads to lost time at school.  If you would like your child to participate in this program, please fill out the attached paperwork completely and return it to your child’s school nurse/teacher.  If you currently do not have dental insurance, your child will be seen free of charge.  We will assist families in obtaining health and dental insurance coverage.
